DEFINITIONS

· The Ohio Bureau of Workers' Compensation (BWC) - the administrative branch of the Ohio workers' compensation system.
· The Industrial Commission of Ohio (IC) - The adjudicative branch of the Ohio workers' compensation system.
· Lost Time Claim - A claim filed when an employee loses eight or more calendar days from his or her job as a result of an industrial injury or occupational disease.
· Maximum medical improvement (MMI) - A treatment plateau (static or well-stabilized) at which no fundamental functional or physiological change can be expected within reasonable medical probability in spite of continuing medical or rehabilitative procedure.  An injured worker may need supportive treatment to maintain this level of function.
· Medical only claim - 
A claim filed when an employee loses seven or fewer calendar days from his or her job as a result of an industrial or occupational disease.                                                                                               
· C-9 - Physician's request for medical service or recommendation for additional conditions for industrial injury or occupational disease.
· C-23 - Request for change of physician; to be completed if you wish to change your attending physician in your claim.
DEFINITIONS CONTINUED

· C-84 - Request for temporary total compensation.
· C-86 - Motion: form to be used by the injured worker or employer and/or their authorized representatives to request a decision by the Bureau of Workers' Compensation or the Industrial Commission that cannot be accomplished through any other form or application.
· C-92 - Application for determination of percentage of permanent partial disability or increase of permanent partial disability.
· FROI - First report of an injury, occupational disease or death.
· ALLOWED CONDITION - A Medical condition recognized by BWC as a direct result of an industrial injury or occupational disease.
